· Deacon Candidate and Congregational Meeting:  The session is pleased to announce those deacon candidates eligible for a congregational vote. The candidates are Leon Leader, Blaine Marsh, and Iren Snavely. The session is calling for a congregational meeting at 11:45 AM on Sunday, June 28th. The purpose of this meeting is for the congregation to vote in regards to the above deacon candidates. Should any of you have questions about the process, a copy of the relevant portion of our Book of Church Order (Chapter 24) is available in the information center.  Please continue to pray for God’s guidance in this process.
· Offering for the Diaconate:  Today an additional special offering will be taken for the deacon’s fund. 
· Worship Service Options: All are invited to attend in person at New Life. The service will be live streamed via YouTube on the church website home page. Click the livestream button. PDF’s of the bulletin will be available for download. They may be found under the sermons tab. Click on the title that lists that service date, and the bulletin is there as a download.  The complete service will be available on the church website, under the sermons tab, as well as on the church Facebook page.  A CD will be burned and distributed to those who request it.
· Sunday School Update: Our adult ed class on "Becoming Whole" will take a break on June 7th and 14th. It will resume at 9:00 AM in the fellowship hall on June 21st. 
· Men’s Breakfast: Instead of Cracker Barrel, meet at New Life at 7:00 AM on June 27th. A donation box will be out to defray the cost of breakfast. Contact Rob Rothermel for more information.
· The Lord's Supper Celebration Resuming: On June 21st, we will resume our practice of celebrating the Lord's Supper. Those who prepare and serve it will take food safety precautions. Rows will be dismissed to come up front to receive communion, in order to mitigate risk.
· Financial Gift: A one-time gift of $30,000 was anonymously given to New Life. We give thanks to God for the generosity he has put in the hearts of his people, both in the giver of this one time gift and in the ongoing sacrificial giving demonstrated by the congregation as a whole. The elders are prayerfully considering how to best steward this gift. So as to retain an accurate picture of the congregation's giving, this gift will not be reflected in the "year-to-date offering" number reported in the bulletin. This number will be reflected in the year end financial summary available at the January congregational meeting. 
· Small Group Ministries Resuming:  In keeping with the allowance of social groups of up to 25 in the "yellow" status of York County, all NLPC small groups (ministry teams, bible studies, prayer groups, discipleship groups, community groups, etc.) are encouraged to resume meeting. If using the building, ministry leaders should wipe down door handles and light switches used by their group. In addition, masks are strongly recommended, social distancing should be observed, and meeting outdoors as much as is practical is recommended.  Finally, it is fine for groups to continue to meet online if the groups prefer that.
